Checklist for evaluating your current tracking file: Does it include all necessary Acbuy data fields? Are formulas correctly calculating costs including fees and shipping? Is the data formatting consistent across all columns? Do you have automated backup procedures in place? Can multiple team members access and update the data tracker simultaneously? Is there a clear documentation of the structure and processes? If you answer no to any of these questions, prioritize addressing that gap in your data sheet setup to ensure maximum effectiveness and reliability.
